KDP8 CONCRETE STRUCTURES, GROUNDWORKS, 
AND BLOCKWORK
This is by far the biggest package of work to be 
released under PPP’s pioneering Multi Project 
Procurement commercial model. The package 
could be worth a staggering £1bn over 18 years. 
There’s enormous potential for SMEs to support the 
successful Key Delivery Partners.
A total of 6 businesses have recently been issued 
the Invitation to Tender by PPP. The planned return 
date is expected to be in June.
